	Coverage

   Goods are included in trade statistics by entering the economic territory of the Republic of China（Taiwan, Penghu, Kinmen and Matsu）,except for the following:
(1) Goods moved between free circulation area, bonded areas（bonded factories, science-based industrial parks, export processing zones, agricultural biotechnology parks）or free trade zones;

(2) Goods entered and stored in bonded warehouses, logistics centers;

(3) Goods entered and stored in non-processing, non-manufacturing enterprises of free trade zones;

   Goods are included in trade statistics by leaving the economic territory of the Republic of China（Taiwan, Penghu, Kinmen and Matsu）, fish catch and sale in overseas, and bunker oil sold at domestic ports are also included, except for the following：
(1) Goods moved between domestic tax area, bonded areas（bonded factories, science-based industrial parks, export processing zones, agricultural biotechnology parks）or free trade zones;

(2) Goods entered and stored in the bonded warehouses, logistics centers for temporary storage and withdrawn subsequently;
(3) Goods entered and stored in the non-processing, non-manufacturing enterprises of free trade zones for temporary storage and withdrawn subsequently;

(4) Goods for official or personal use by the organizations and personnel that are entitled to diplomatic privileges;

(5) Goods dispatched to the government representatives stationed overseas for official or personal use;

(6) Personal effects carried by outward passengers for their own use;

(7) Materials used solely on ships, aircraft and other means of transport engaged in international trade;

(8) Temporarily admitted goods, such as exhibition goods, costumes and paraphernalia of entertainment troupes, containers; goods for experiments, repair or maintenance, etc., which will be returned within a statutory period of time;

	Commodity Classification
	1. Goods are classified according to the Customs Import Tariff and Import and Export Commodities classification of the Republic of China. Any addition or deletion for the code of commodity classification will be effective on announcement by the Bureau of Foreign Trade, Ministry of Economic Affairs.
2. Tariff quota goods will be included in trade statistics in accordance with their respective commodity classification code instead of those in Chapter 98 specializing for tariff quota.
3.For statistical purposes, the goods in a single import/export declaration which C.I.F./F.O.B. less than NTD 50,000 will be all treated as miscellaneous goods, and classified as a specific commodity classification code “9899.00.00.00-6”, and same as the goods for some certain specific uses as well.
