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INTRODUCTORY NOTES.

All statistical information in regard to China’s trade as controlled by the Customs is now compiled at

Keelung, Taiwan, at the Statistical Department of the Inspectorate General of Customs, which received
the Statistical Copies of ail Customs declaration forms for Imports, Exports, etc., from the various
Customs districts in Taiwan.

CLASSIFICATION AND SCOPE OF RETURNS.

The tables as given in this publication are arranged in accordance with the classification of articles in
the “Guides to the Tmport and Export Tariffs and Classification of Rerurn.”

The following classes of goods arriving in this country are NOT INCLUDED IN THE IMPORT
STATISTICS: (a) Commodities passed duty free for Embassies, Legations, Consulates, and Foreign
Armies, Navies, and Air Forces; (b) Personal effects and parcels brought in by passengers for private
use, with the exception of any dutiable contents thereof, which are included under the statistical classi-
fication concerned; (c) Commodities entered into Bond (N.B.-Included as Imports if ultimately with-
drawn from Bond for import); (d) Supplies imported by charitable organisations and passed free of duty
by special order of the Government; (e) E.C.A. and UNRRA or BOTRA Supplies passed duty free under
special authority of the Government, Reparation Goods and Returned Goods. )

The following classes of commodities leaving this country are NOT INCLUDED IN THE EXPORT
STATISTICS: (a) Personal effects and parcels taken by passengers for private use; (b) Shipments
abroad ex Bond.

METHOD OF COMPILING.

Imports are recorded in the statistics only upon completion of all Customs formalities and release, and
therefore not on immed.ate arrival in the country or upon entry into Bond. BONDED merchandise is noc
recorded in the statistics until withdrawal for import. EXPORTS are not considered as exported until
shipment has actually taken place.

VALUE: Values in this issue are expressed in New Taiwan Dollars. C.i.f. value of Imports and f.o.b.
value of Exports are used for statistical purposes.

COUNTRIES OF ORIGIN AND DESTINATION: Imports are classified according to the place or
country declared by the Importer and verified by the Chinese Consular Invoice and other relative docu-
ments. Exports are credited to the country of declared destination; ¢‘optional” cargo, to the country first
indicated.

BULLION AND COINS: Special Treasure tables are given for imporrs and exports of Bullion and
Coins, which are excluded from the totals in the trade tables.

PARCEL POST: Imports and Exports by Parcel Post are credited to the trade tables according to
their respective statistical classification wherever possible.

With a view to affording quick reference, Tables IX and X of this issue are accompanied by an ANALYSIS
OF THE PRINCIPAL IMPORTS AND EXPORTS, showing the countries of origin or destination and
ports of entry or shipment, respectively. In these Analysis Tables, S. I. T. C. Group and Item numbers
as based on the STANDARD INTERNATIONAL TRADE CLASSIFICATION published by the
Statistical Office of the United Nations are given while in Tables III and IV, showing grouping of
imports and exports, respectively, the relative S. I. T. C. Group Numbers are also shown.

Where figures are preceded by a minus (-) sign, they represent an EXCESS of re-exports over imports
or EXCESS of reimports over exports, as the case may be, during the month concerned.

The term ““n. o. r.” stands for ‘“not otherwise recorded.”
