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INTRODUCTORY NOTES

]

1.COMPILER & SOURCE OF DATA: All statistical information in regard to China's
trade as controlled by the Customs is compiled by the Statistical Department,
Inspectorate General of Customs from the application files for Imports and
Re-imports from the various Customs districts in Taiwan.

2.STATISTICAL COVERAGE:
(A)The statistics cover only goods imported from foreign countries, but do
not cover:

(1)Goods moved between the Domestic Tax Area, Export Processing Zones and
Bonded Factories; - :

(2)Goods entered into Bonded Godown:

(3)Articles for official or personal use imported by foreign embassies,
legations and consulates stationed in the Republic of China;

(4)Personal effects of passengers for their own private use and passed
duty free;

(5)Materials used solely for the ships, aircrafts or other means of
conveyance engaged in international trade;

(6)Articles which are not objects of trade, such as articles for exhibition,
costumes and paraphernalia of entertainment troupes, leasing goods,
containers, goods for testing, goods for repairing, replacement and the
like;

(7)Relief articles;

(8)Paper currency, securities, etc.,

(B)"Re-imports" stands for "re-imported goods which were originally exported
from this country”.

3.TIMING FOR STATISTICS: Imports are recorded in the statistics only upon
completion of all Customs formalities, and goods entered into Bonded Godown are
not recorded in the statistics until withdrawn for import.

4.CLASSIFICATION: Merchandise are classified according to the C.C.C. code and the
check digit listed in the combined book of "Customs Import Tariff and
Classification of Import & Export Commodities of the Republic of China"
published in Aug. 1989. In addition, one extra number is provided solely for
statistical purpose as follows:
