INTRODUCTORY NOTES

1.Source of data
This ROC trade statistics is compiled by the Statistical Department of the
Directorate General of Customs of the Ministry of Finance on the basis of the
data on the export and re-export declarations filed with various Customs
Bureaus and their branch offices.

2.Coverage of statistics
(A)The statistics cover only goods exported from the ROC, not including:
(1)Goods moved among domestic tax areas, export processing zones and
bonded factories;
(2)Goods withdrawn from bonded warehouses and exported abroad;
(3)Articles for official or personal use exported by diplomatic missions
stationed in the ROC or ROC government representatives statidned overseas;
(4)Passenger's effects:
(5)Materials solely for use on vessels, aircraft or other means of transport
engaged in international trade;
(6)Articles for exhibition, costumes and paraphernalia of entertainment
troupes, leased goods, containers, goods for testing, repair
or replacement, etc., not actually exported.
(7)Relief articles;
(8)Paper money, negotiable securities, etc.;
(B)Re-export data refers to the data of goods reexported abroad after having
been imported.

3.Timing
The statistical time base for exported goods is the date of departure of the
carrying vessel or airplane after the release of the goods.

4.Commodity classification
Merchandise are classified according to the codes and check digits listed in
the Customs Import Tariff and Classification of Import and Export Commodities
of the-Republic of China. In addition, an extra number 9899000000-6 is
exclusively used for specially classified goods including imports with the value
less than NT$50,000, exports not exceeding NT$20,000 and other sundry goods.

5.Countries .
(A)Exported goods are classified according to the country of destination as
declared by the exporter. . When there are more than one destinations. the
ultimate destination shall apply.
(B)Re-exported goeds are classified according to the country of the buyer.

6.Quantity Measurement
Unit of quantity is shown by its abbreviation. Please refer to the corresponding
table of "Weights and Measures" on page 7.

7 .Valuation
Values of exports are .on FOB basis.

8.Correction
If there is any correction of previous data, corrigenda will be attached to the
last page of the December issue.

9.The new units of quantity for trade Statistics are included in the "Monthly
Statistics of Imports” & "Monthly Statistics of Exports” one month after the
publication of "Customs Import Tariff and Cla551f1catlon of Import & Export
Commodities of the Republic of China."”
